1. Eligibility : Any player residing in Odisha, born on or after 1st January 2014 

can participate in the said event.  

2. Date of Birth Certificate & Birth Registration: It is compulsory to bring a copy of 
date of Birth Certificate for all the participants. However, whose date of birth 
is not registered within one year will be allowed to participate in the state 
tournaments but his/her name will not be forwarded for National 
Championship. 

3. Age Proof: Each participant must submit a copy of valid birth certificate to prove 

his/her age. If required, the same must be produced in original.  

4. Entry Fee: Rs. 400/- 

i) Last date of Entry: 04/08/2023 (8.00pm). After that no entries will be 

entertained. Decision of the Chief Arbiter will be final and binding to all in 

this regard.  

ii) Entry details: Parents can drop their ward/child details in advance to the 

following wasp no. (9437208506) 

iii) Details: Players Name, Fide Id (If any), Date of Birth, Gender, Cell no., 
District. (Also submit your photo copy of Date of Birth certificate) 

iv) However, the organiser will have the right to accept/reject any entry 
without assigning any reason. 
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5. System of Play : Fide Swiss System under FIDE’s Laws of Chess 

6. No of Rounds : 7 Round (Open & Girls)  

7. Time Control : 30 Mins + 30 Sec Inc. from move 1 

8. Default Time : 15mins  

9. Tie Break  : Buchholz Cut-1, Buchholz, Sonneborn Berger, 

Direct Encounter, the greater no of wins (Forfeit included), No of wins in Black 

10. Draw Offer : No draw offer will be allowed before black’s 20th move.  

11. Cross Pairing : Cross pairing can be done, to avoid the walk-over point in the 

1st round. 

12. Mobile Phone and Wrist Watch: It is forbidden to bring Mobile phone and all 

electronic devices including wrist watches (any types of wrist watches) inside 

the tournament hall. If the same found during the game in person, the players 

are liable to lose the game. 

13. Protest: Protest, if any, against the decision of the Chief Arbiter shall be made 

in writing with a protest fee of Rs.500/- by Cash within 15 minutes of the 

occurrence of the incident. The protest fee will be refunded if the appeal is 

upheld.  

14. Appeals Committee: Before the start of the tournament, a three (3) member   

 appeals committee shall be formed by the organisers. 

15. Withdrawal: If any player found absent himself in any round without any 

intimation to Chief Arbiter, he/she will be treated as withdrawal from the 

tournament. 

16. Disqualification: No participant will leave the tournament venue before the 

Prize Distribution function without the permission of the Chief Arbiter. Cash 

prizes and trophies will not be handed over to anyone, except the prize winner. 

17. Accommodation: Free Dormitory types of accommodation will be provided to 

all out stationed players, subject to prior intimation before 05.00 P.M. on 4th 

Aug’2023.  

18. State Qualifiers: The top two (2) players from each category will be selected 

to represent Odisha State in the forthcoming National (U-09) OPEN & GIRLS 

Chess Championships to be held at “Jharkhand from 15/11/2023 to 

23/11/2023”. 

19. Interpretation: For interpretation of the rule(s) and deciding any point not covered 

by the above rules of the tournament, the decision of the Tournament Committee 

shall be final and binding on all. The Tournament Committee has every right to make 

any addition or amendment to these rules. Also, such changes will, however be 

displayed in the tournament hall.
