All participant should register with All Odisha Chess Association (AOCA) for the year 2025-26. The
registration fee is X 200 /- (Rupees Two Hundred Only) and will be collected on arrival.

All participants in the event shall be registered with AICF for the year 2025-26 as Odisha Player before
enrol in the tournament. The registration fee is ¥ 300 /- (Rupees Three Hundred Only). Participant can
renew at https://prs.aicf.in/players and new player can register at https://prs.aicf.in/new-register.

Prize Distribution

Rules & Regulations :

v" The championship will be played under FIDE's Laws of Chess and the Swiss System.
Total 8 rounds of game shall be played.
The rate of play will be 90 minutes with an increment of 30 second per move from move 1.

The following tie-breaks will be applied.
(a) Buchholz Cut 1 (b) Buchholz (¢) Sonneborn-Berger (d) Direct Encounter
(e) The greater number of wins (forfeit included) (g) Greater number of wins with Black

Date of Birth & Birth Registration Certificate : It is compulsory to bring a copy of Date of Birth
and Birth Registration Certificate for all participants. However, whose date of birth is not registered
within one year will be allowed to participate in the State Championships but his/her name will not be
recommended for National Championship.

Electronic Devices : It is forbidden to bring mobile phone and all electronic devices including wrist
watches (any types of wrist watches) inside the tournament hall. If the same found during the game,
the player is liable to lose the game.

Players shall not agree for a draw without the consent of the arbiter, before each player makes 30
moves.

Protest: Protest if any, against the decision of the Chief Arbiter shall be made in writing with a protest
fee of *1000/- within 30 minutes of the occurrence of the incident. The protest fee will be refunded if
the appeal is up held.

Appeals Committee: Before the commencement of the tournament, five member appeals committees
shall be formed by the AOCA/Organisers. All the members and reserves shall be from different
districts. No member of the committee can vote on a dispute in which a player from his/her own district
is involved, in such case(s), the reserve members shall take his/her place in the committee.

State Qualifiers : The top four (4) players from each category will represent Odisha State in the
forthcoming National Junior (Under 19) and National Junior (Under 19) GIRLS Chess Championships
to be held from 16" to 24™ December 2025 at Jamshedpur, Jharkhand.
